How to Organize a Food & Fund Drive

How to Get Started:

Establish a team and a main contact person.
What company, school, organization, etc. are you with? Who is the best
person for the Food Bank to contact?

Set a date!
Establish a start and end date for your food drive. Consider your team’s goal
and plan accordingly to achieve that goal.

Tell us about your event!
Once you have your team in place and dates confirmed, please pick up or
download our Food & Fund Drive Kit, which includes a registration form.

Location, location, location.
Where can participants drop off food donations? What are the drop off hours?
We can loan collection crates to your team if you do not have your own
boxes.

Spread the word!
Promote your event by sending letters or emails, making phone calls, posting
fliers, or messaging on social media.

Coordinate a delivery once your food drive ends.

Tips to Run a Successful Food & Fund Drive:

Give your event a catchy name or come
up with a theme. Some examples from
the past have included:
“TGIF: Take Groceries in Friday” e
“Lenten Food Drive” .
“Birthday Bag Drive” R :
“Beans For Jeans” ¢ '
“Skip Lunch, Feed A Bunch” .
Host a movie night, dinner party, ice g
cream social, or other fun activity and ;
“charge” a can of food as admission
Sponsor a bake sale, book sale, chili
feed, yard sale, etc.
Decorate the office, classroom, community center, r etail
location, etc. where donations are accepted.  Think of your
event as something to celebrate—we do!
Place donation crates in high traffic areas like th e break
room, lobby, cafeteria, or other communal space.
Pick up some of our coin cans to keep in your offic e,
classroom, or even on your nightstand to collect sp are
change. A $1 donation = $17 worth of food value.
Instill a little friendly competition. If you have a personal or
team goal in mind, why not challenge your peers to top
you? Is this an annual event? Try to
beat last year's numbers.

Most Needed Items:

Tuna and canned meats - Cereal
Canned fruit - Fruit juice
Canned vegetables - Rice
Canned or dry beans - Pasta
Canned Soup - Peanut butter
Canned or boxed meals - Shelf-stable milk

In order to stress nutrition, we prefer options like 100% fruit juices,
low-sodium soups, and whole grains.

To ensure food safety, FBYC cannot accept:

Rusty or unlabeled cans

Noncommercial canned or packaged items
Perishable items

Homemade items

Alcoholic beverages or mixes

Open or used items

Food packaged in glass




Frequently Asked Questions:

1. How much does a can of food weigh?
The weight may vary depending upon size, but the average can
weighs about a pound.

2. How can | get my donation to FBYC?

Please contact our warehouse to schedule a donation delivery
time. The FBYC warehouse accepts donations Monday through
Friday from 8:30am-2:30pm.

3. Why do | need to register my event?
Registering your food & fund drive enables us to provide the best
service possible. We can coordinate donation crate pick ups,
provide helpful resources such as FBYC brochures, promote
your drive, and coordinate a donation delivery. We appreciate
your hard work and want to show it!

4. Where are you located?

We are located at 1244 Fortna Avenue in Woodland. Head north
on East Street and turn right onto Fortna Avenue. The Food Bank
office is on the right hand side and the warehouses are behind.

5. Where does my group’s donation go?

Our Rural Food Delivery (RFD) program relies heavily
on donations from food drives. Through this program,
FBYC provides food to about 800 families each
month.

6. Would you rather | donate money or food?

FBYC values all donations. Food drives provide high quality food
and enables us to successfully operate our programs. Food
donations are also a great way to feel directly connected to those
in need. Cash donations are also gladly accepted. Monetary
donations allow us to support programs, facilities, administrative
costs, and stretch $1 into $17 worth of food value . Your dollars
are hard at work!




Hunger Facts

FBYC’s mission is to alleviate hunger and malnutrition in Yolo
County. Your donated food and raised funds are an essential
component of helping us work toward that goal. Below are local facts
and statistics to enable you, your team, and your donors to become
more aware about hunger in our community.

FBYC distributes food to approximately 20,000 people each
month

17.5% or 34,420 people in Yolo County live with the threat of
hunger

Food insecurity puts children in jeopardy of developmental risk,
both physically and mentally

Almost 13,000 students in Yolo County are eligible for free or
reduced-price school breakfast programs

13.7% or 6,536 of children in Yolo County are living in poverty
FBYC started as a grassroots project run by volunteers

From your donations, 96 cents of every dollar goes directly to
the programs that provide food and relief to hungry people
FBYC is partnered with a network of over 70 agencies
throughout Yolo County

FBYC was founded in 1970 as an all-volunteer gleaning
program
